	PERMITTED DEVELOPMENT ENQUIRY DECLARATION – PART 7 Class L: 

	Part 7 Class L of the Town and Country (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 – permits development carried out on land used for the purposes of a waste management facility consisting of

(a) the extension or alteration of a building; and

(b) the installation of replacement plant or machinery.



	I am of the opinion that the development would be permitted development in accordance with Part 7 Class L of the Town and Country (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 and would not require express planning permission.

In relation to the above I confirm that in relation to Class L:

· that any building, as extended or altered, will only be used as part of, or for a purpose incidental to, the use of the site as a waste management facility. 

· the gross floor space occupied by the replacement plant or machinery would not exceed by more than 15% the gross floor space of the plant or machinery it replaced;

· the development (together with any previous development under Class L) would not result in the area occupied by buildings, plant or machinery on the site exceeding the original area occupied by buildings, plant or machinery by more than 50% or 100 square metres, whichever is the lesser; 

· the height of any building as extended or altered would not exceed, if within 10 metres of a boundary of the curtilage of the site, 5 metres; or, in all other cases, the height of the building being extended or altered or 15 metres, whichever is the lower;

· the height of any replacement plant or machinery would not exceed, if within 10 metres of a boundary of the curtilage of the site, 5 metres; or, in all other cases, 15 metres;
· any part of the development would not be within 5 metres of any boundary of the curtilage of the site;

· the development would not lead to a reduction in the space available for the parking or turning of vehicles;

· the development would not be on article 2(3) land
; or in a site of special scientific interest;

· the building is not a listed building or is within the curtilage of a listed building or the site is not, or contains, a scheduled monument.

Please could Essex County Council as County Planning Authority confirm whether or not the proposed development would be permitted under the terms of the General Permitted Development Order 2015. I understand that any view received would be an officer opinion only and that any formal application for a Certificate of Lawfulness of Proposed Use or Development would be required to be made if a lawful decision is required.
